Allen W.C. Grubbs has been working in the photographic medium for over thirty years, since his father first taught him how to use a camera as a child and he now specializes in alternative photographic processes.

The images presented were captured on St. Simons Island.

These are hand crafted photographs. They are Kallitype VanDykes contact prints (the negative is the same size as the final image) and exposed with sunlight.

Each has been hand coated on museum quality, 100% cotton rag, made specifically for alternative photography.  The base images are comprised of metallic silver and toned with gold and selenium. They are as archivally stable as the paper upon which they are printed.  

They have been professionally framed in acid free environments and can be displayed without degradation for centuries.

Allen mixes all of his photographic chemistry from raw chemicals.  He derived the sensitizer used in these images from the work of Sir John Herschel who originally developed the process in the 1840s.

The final formula is individually tailored to each image. To further tie the photograph to St. Simons Island, the Pilot Boat image was developed in filtered sea water collected from the St. Simons pier.
