She attended Wesleyan College in Macon, Georgia, and pursued her degree with a major in psychology and a minor in art at the University of Tennessee.  From 1971 to 1983, she was the owner & operator of Hall Galleries on St Simons Island, where she represented 40 artists from the Golden Isles & throughout the United States.   Those twelve years of owning and operating such a business has given her insights into the financial and commercial aspects of the art world.
Judith became a member of the Glynn Art Association Board in 2002, serving as Treasurer from 2002 to the beginning of 2007.  During that time, she also served as Chairman of the Financial Committee.  In February 2007, it became necessary that she resign from the Glynn Art Board in order to serve as Interim Glynn Art Association co-director.  She and her co-director Louise Eaton served in those interim positions until August 2007 when a new director was hired.  During those 6 months, Judith and Louise operated the Glynn Art Gallery, held the Spring 2007 Art Festival, and initiated new gallery contracts and directives for the future director.  For several years, Judith has also been involved in the writing of publicity releases and the taking of photographs for special events at Glynn Art.
Judith is a past member of the Georgia Coastal Artists, serving as Treasurer of that organization for 5 years and then serving as Publicity Chairman for 2 years when she resigned in order to serve as Interim Co-Director of Glynn Art.
