      Glynn Art has Association been busy this year and with the 

help of two grants, several groups received art classes and out-
reach that could not have happened otherwise. First, with the financial backing of a Grassroots Grant from the Georgia 
Council for the Arts and with a matching sum of money from a Target Grant, Glynn Art set up classes for the children of 
Safe Harbor home. Judi Strickland taught the 5 -17 year old children eleven lessons that enabled them to make and 
decorate artwork for their new rooms at Safe Harbor. Projects included a mandella, collages influenced by Matisse, and 
an acrylic study of nature using printmaking and painting. Judi completed the class series by teaching the children 
about Mardi Gras with mask -making and then a party with cake and other refreshments!  A great way to celebrate all 
the students had learned.  Our second outreach was sponsored by a grant from Target. 24 master classes were held on 
Tuesday with the visual arts students of Glynn Middle School, through their teacher, Jim Drury. Two hours classes al-
lowed time to explore watercolor, portraits, clay and collage. Ann Marie Dalis taught watercolor and portraits while Deb-
bie Craig taught clay and collage. Mr. Drury, a Glynn Art member, and his students appreciated the òart clubó, and look 
forward to  2009 -10 school year master classes.
